This figure shows uncertainty regarding how a tumour should be measured because of the lack of standardization. For example, it is not established whether the measurement should include an adherent metastatic lymph node or extramural vascular invasion. It has also not been established how the tumour width should be measured - whether the measurement should include the tumour lumen (thick line) or exclude the tumour lumen (thin line). Often, the tumour does not take the shape of a sphere or cylinder. When a significant proportion of the rectal circumference is involved, the shape of the tumour is semi-annular or annular. Thus, the actual width of the tumour should be measured as a curved (not straight) line along its circumferential extent within the rectal wall.
